


1. The road is only suitable for high ground clearance four-wheel drive vehicles or 
ATVs.

2. It is advisable to check on the road’s latest condition before venturing out.

3. During dry seasons, the road is easily traversed. However, storms or spring 
runoff can result in high / swift water conditions in Comb Wash. The road
crosses Comb Wash numerous times. When water is present, check the water 
depth and quicksand conditions before crossing the wash. It is common for the 
water to undercut the road as it enters or exits the wash. When this is the case, 
search for an easier entrance or exit point.  Always carry a shovel!

4. During spring runoff or stormy conditions, two or more vehicles and a chain are 
recommended.

5.  Always leave a detailed itinerary with a responsible party.  

6.  Hot!!!  Temperatures during summer months can reach 100 degrees or higher. 
    Take much more water than you think you will need! 

7. To insure that the trail remains open for everyone’s future enjoyment, please
stay on established trails, carry out all trash, and obey no trespassing signs.
Exercise extreme care when visiting the ruin; avoid climbing on the walls and take 
only pictures.
